Project Title:  Santa Monica Pavilion
Project Description: The proposed Santa Monica Pavilion project will redevelop the commercial corner bounded by Santa Monica 
Boulevard on the north and Overland Avenue on the west, which currently features a single-story shopping center, including a 7-11 store, 
and a two-story office building.  The proposed Santa Monica Pavilion project will feature 9,208 square feet of retail space on the ground 
floor with 35,170 feet of commercial space on the two floors above, for a combined total of 44,378 square feet in floor area.  The proposed 
project will provide 150 on-site parking spaces, including 112 subterranean spaces.  The project conforms to the City’s land use 
designation and fits within the mandated 1.5:1 floor-to-area ratio.  The placement of the building mass close to Santa Monica Boulevard 
allows the building to function as a physical buffer between the traffic and noise of the Boulevard and the nearby residential areas.  The 
site plan is designed to keep 56 feet of space open for light and air to flow between the project and the abutting two and three-story 
residential buildings across the alley.  To achieve this design within the constraints imposed by the physical slope of the property, the 
height from ground level to the top of the parapet wall varies from 45 feet up to 53 feet 5 inches at its highest point on the building.
