Project Description:

Demolition of the existing 19-story Hyatt Regency Century Plaza Hotel (Existing Hotel) and associated buildings as well as all landscaping now located on the Project site.  The Existing Hotel contains 726 hotel rooms, as well as a spa/health club, restaurants, conference rooms, a ballroom and a lounge.

Construction of a mixed-use development including two 49 story, 570-foot buildings, positioned on the north and south sides of an approximate two-acre publicly accessible plaza area (the Plaza), surrounded by ground-level retail and restaurant uses.  The proposed mixed-use development would consist of residential, hotel and office uses, as well as retail and restaurant uses.  The south building would be exclusively residential, with 130 luxury condominium units, concierge services and residential amenities.  The north building would be mixed-use, including 240 hotel rooms, 163 condominium units, and 117,647 gross square feet of office space.  Ballroom and meeting space will total 26,250 square feet.  The ground level two-acre Plaza area would be surrounded by approximately 109,278 gross square feet of retail, restaurant and café uses. The Plaza is pedestrian friendly, publicly accessible, and extensively landscaped with water features.

WNC Stakeholders seek WNC action in connection with a letter to Planning Dept. (see below).

Brief Statement of Project: Developer proposes to demolish earliest building on our block, constructed in 1926 as part of the Janss family's 1922 plan to develop its UCLA site, and to build 6 condominium units and 15 parking spaces.  The proposed project is across the street from 3 existing cultural/historic landmarks, and adjacent to single-story street front dwellings, with stepped rear roof &nbs p;lines to a maximum of 2-stories.  

Requested Action: Stakeholders urge WNC’s land use committee to respond to the Planning Letter with specific recommendations for: 

(1) including a site-specific assessment of the Proposed Project, given the historic potential of the 1926 duplex proposed to be demolished, and the existence of 3 City cultural/historic landmarks across the street; 

(2) adhering to current policies that require compatibility with existing scale and character, and discourage block-busting in low-rise neighborhoods; and 

(3) minimizing the impact of the Proposed Project on the 3 Kelton cultural/historic landmarks, including recommendations to limit the height of the Proposed Project to conform to existing properties on either side of the Proposed Project, and across the street, which are single-story at street front, with stepped roof lines at the r ear to a maximum of 2 stories.
