Project Title: Bellwood Condominium Project

Project Description: The proposed project involves construction of 158 LEED certified for-sale

condominiums with 316 parking spaces. The project proposes to set aside 5% of its total units

(8 units) for Very Low Income households. The project will consist of 204,324 square feet of floor area (2.53:1 FAR) and is designed with four and five story buildings. The two five-story buildings will achieve a maximum height of 58-feet as permitted by LAMC 12.21.1 B2. The project proposes to participate in the Century City Transportation Demand Management Program and incorporate a shuttle bus stop on-site to link with a future City-sponsored shuttle service from the Project to Century City. The proposed project would remove the existing 112 apartments.
